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Remembrance: John Griffith ’81

John Griffith ’81, a noted Johns
Hopkins Hospital obstetrician-gyne-
cologist, died on July 28 in Dewey

Beach, DE. He’d been repairing his bicycle
chain on the shoulder of Coastal Highway
during a morning ride when he was struck
by a car and killed instantly. He and his
family, including his wife, Elizabeth
Wilson, and their three children, Henry,
Anna and Isabel, had been vacationing at
the time in nearby Rehoboth Beach.

Dr. Griffith, who chaired Hopkins’
Fibroid Center and served as an assistant
professor at the University’s School of
Medicine, was a leader in the develop-
ment and use of minimally-invasive tech-
niques to treat reproductive disorders in
women. He led a team of more than 50
clinical and research professionals to
develop and employ medical and surgical
methods to treat uterine fibroids.

A graduate of Haverford College,
where he received a B.A. in biology, Dr.
Griffith earned a master’s in public health
from UCLA School of Public Health and
an M.D. from Case Western University
School of Medicine. He completed his
internship and residency in obstetrics and
gynecology at University Hospitals of
Cleveland. Prior to joining Hopkins in
2005, he served as chairman of obstetrics

and gynecology at Geauga Regional
Hospital in Chardon, OH, and was in
private practice for six years.

A “lifer” at Friends, Griffith was active
in the Outing Club, served in the Upper
School Senate, sang in the Mixed Chorus
and played Varsity Soccer and Lacrosse.
He continued his lacrosse career at
Haverford, where he served as team 
captain.

In addition to his wife and children,
Dr. Griffith is survived by his parents,
Dr. and Mrs. Lawrence S.C. Griffith, and
his siblings, Cameron Griffith Jr. ’79,
Gordon A. Griffith and Melinda G.
George.

A memorial service in celebration of
Griffith’s life and contributions was held
on August 4 at Grace United Methodist
Church in Baltimore. “To sum up a per-
son’s life in two-and-a-half hours is
impossible, but the beautiful, heart-
wrenching service did a remarkable job,”
said Margaret Dockendorf ’81. “There
were speakers from many phases of
Johnny’s life and it was so clear how
proud everyone was to call him their
own.”

“The amount of love and respect for
Johnny that poured into the church from
hundreds upon hundreds of people was
staggering,” recalled Philip Boling ’81.
“Everyone walked out of the service
wanting to be a better person—knowing
that by spreading some of Johnny’s com-
passion around, we can all help to keep
his spirit alive.”
